“We cannot give any written
guarantee as we would not be
responsible to pay for any acci-
dent due to an ‘Act of God, ete.,
as shown on our receipt. It is
very likely that you could secure
insurance from a regular insur-
ance company in addition to any
insurance which is authorized
on our uniform receipt.”

The additional insurance could cover
plane crash due to weather. The re-
ceipt referred to, mentions instances in
which the company cannot be liable.
Most of the accidents indicated could
be prevented by the breeders themselves
taking care in the use of a strong ship-
ping crate.

My opinion is that Air Express is
the best method and bargain in trans-
portation. The rates are almost non-
profit to the company in the case of
live stock, and the cats come through
clean. This is a big advantage when a
cat is sent to a buyer or to a show.

RANKING

SURPRISES LOOM
AMONG GROUP
OF FINE CATS

The finest cats in all breeds, long
hair and short hair, color and sex,
known as the All-Eastern Sectional
rankings of the All-America Cattery
will be published next month.

The ranking comprises the cats of
owners residing in Maine, New Hamp-
shire, Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode
Island , Connecticut, New York, Penn-
sylvania, New Jersey and Delaware, to-
gether with Eastern Canada. Only cats
participating in sanctioned exhibitions
under rules of the American Cat Asso-
ciation, the Cat Fanciers Association
and the Cat Fanciers Federation are in-
cluded in the listing.

Cats competing out of their own
section will not be listed but will pick
up the necessary points that will apply
for their ranking and listing in their
own section. For example, a cat from
Cleveland (Midwest Section) that
scored points at Boston Cat Club (East-
ern Section) will not be listed or ranked
in the All-Eastern, but will be ranked
in the All-Midwestern to be published
in the May issue.

Notification to winning cat owners
in the All-Eastern has been mailed ro-
gether with the point score, which will
not be published in the sectional list-
ings. Point scores, however, will be
published in the All-America rankings
in July, for the owners’ information.
It is suggested that those who are in-
terested, make a note of the point total
for comparison with the A-A winners,
to compare why their cats did or did
not win the All-America honors and
the Cat of the Year Award.

Many surprises and upsets are listed
in the All-Eastern coming up. Every
ranking has been carefully checked for
errors. Cats Magazine believes that its
system of rating and ranking is fair and
unbiased. The complicated scoring
method was completed before work be-
gan of these rankings. No changes have
been made to favor any particular cat.
If your cat failed to be chosen — “‘bet-
ter luck next year.”” Rankings have been
made irregardless of the title of cham-
pion or grand champion.

Cats Magazine conscientiously be-

lieves that the majority of cats listed
are champions in their particular area.
We are convinced that the cats listed

Many will be disappointed, but
please understand that every rating is
fair and honest, with absolutely no fav-
oritism shown.

WE ATE SNAILS TO KEEP ALIVE!

My home was in Tsingtao, North
China, and we lived there more than
twenty years.

When I was teaching there in the
American School a number of years ago,
it was my hobby to pick up stray cats
and help keep them alive. You see the
Chinese will not deliberately kill a cat
— because of some of their beliefs —
but they will throw them out to die. If
some one picks them up and helps them,
well, that is fate and all to the good.
Therefore, it wasn't long before I
found myself being presented with all
manner of cats.

Then one day I was given a beautiful
pair of Blue Persians that had long been
a part of the Temple. Later, I received
a pair of Siamese — lovely cats. From
then on I was known to the Chinese
throughout the area as The Tsingtao
Cat Woman.

In 1936, the Japanese conquered
our section of the country and all my
activities involving cats were curtailed.
Many thoroughbred dogs and cats were
stolen by the invader and sent to Japan.
We received a taste of the cruelty given
human and animal. My househild, for-
tunately, escaped the torment until
19411 Ten the blow fell!

[t so happened that my husband and
myself were in Singapore. It was there
that we were taken into custody and
thrown into prison where we remained
for three and one-half years.

My home, servants, and animals who
remained behind in Tsingtao were con-
fiscated by the Japs. Our friends and
servants were persecuted and killed,
and our pets went the way of most —
tied up and burned! We did not know
the full extent of our losses mor the
brutality that was inflicted on our
household until freedom came. But we
were fortunate. We had managed to
keep alive and sane! This was what
thousands could not do.

The conditions under which we ex-
isted — the cruelties — all these tales
are best untold. No one can believe or
realize unless they have experienced the
same.

Soon after we were locked in the
Changi Prison in Singapore I found a

lovely Siamese cat. He was named Ty- .

kie-he and was known all through the
camp. [ykie-he and three other cats
were the only animals to survive the
prison life.

A short time later, I found a mother
cat and five new born kittens in the
drain of the building wherea we were
“quartered.”” I carefully picked them up
and took them to the corner of the
building where I was assigned.

My corner consisted of a space three

feet by five feet. And we had no beds.

Picture yourself living in a dormi-
tory with 150 women and dozens of
children, vermin, rats, filth, all nation-
alities, religions, creeds, colors. There
was no recreation of any kind; nor
reading, music, nor pleasure! Picture
the din of bickering, quarreling and
groveling! Add to this cheating, snob-
bishness and false pride! Not a min-
ute’'s peace or quiet! Slowly starving
and painfully ill! Unless you had really
been there, you don’t know what you
have missed!

Life for a poor cat was plain hell.

The Japs permitted the cats to live
because they killed the rats. Burt the rats
were so diseased that the cats would
not eat them. Therefore it was to the
few of us who liked the cats to feed
them from our scanty supply of food.

Of the kitten group that was found
in the drain, I managed to save one
who remained my constant companion
during my entire prison term. Another
kit from the litter was saved by an Aus-
tralian woman. The mother cat was
strangled by a fiend of a woman, and
the other kittens went into the soup
pot along with frogs and lizards.

Yes, starving people will eat any-
thing and everything!

It was during the second year of
Changi prison life, that we were routed
out by the Japs and were forced to move
into the jungle. There were 4,000 of us
and we were placed in rough thatched
huts. When we received the orders to
move, | tied my cats in a sarong and
strapped it to my waist. This was quite

a stunt. The Australian woman did the
same thing to her cat. We trudged the
distance — many, many miles — to
these new quarters in the heart of the
jungle.

The Siamese in the jungle country
appear to be much like dogs in many
respects. They love only one master and
follow him around all the time. The

Selecting Stud Service
Requires Careful Study

By RITA SWENSON

When selecting a mate for one of
their queens, auvice breeders are often
so influenced bv the show record of
some particular cat that his bloodlines
and ability to sire winning kittens be-
come secondary considerations.

Just being able to say, “this litter is
sired by so and so” seems enough. It is
only after repeated failures that the idea
is born that there is much more to
breeding than simply the pairing of
two cats. Stud cats have to be tested,
and the logical person to do this is the
owner or some experienced person fa-
miliar with the strength and weaknesses
in his background. I do not mean to
imply that breeding failures should be
laid at the door of the stud cat, far from
it, but I do maintain that a study of
his pedigree will result in more breed-
ing successes.

Just selecting an outstanding winner
1sn't enough. He should first of all be
a good sire, and secondly, he should be
strong where the female is weak, and
his ancestors should be strong in those
points, too. A cat may have a lovely
round head himself, but if either or
both of his parents failed in that point,
he has little chance of passing on his
own good type to his progeny. For
this reason it is imperative, if good re-
sults are desired, to carefully analyze
both the pedigree of the male and fe-
male in an effort to arrive at a good bal-
ance. Proper attention to pedigree will
result in better kittens, and better kit-
tens always tend to increase the value
of the sire and dam in the eyes of the
general public.

When, after careful consideration, a
stud cat has been selected, it is wise to
write the owner ahead of time and book
a service. Since there is a great rush on
the services of some studs, notably those
known to be truly prepotent, the num-
ber of outside queens accepted each year
must be limited. If arrangements have
been made in advance, one will avoid a
last minute disappointment. In arrrang-
ing a stud service, one should advise
the owner if the queen is proven or
unproven. Since some maiden females
are difficult to manage. not all stud
owners will accept them. :

Prices for stud services range from
ten to thirty-five dollars, and this fee
should be sent in advance or at the same
time the queen is shipped. There has
always been more or less misunder-
standing about stud fees, some feeling
that when they pay for a service, they
are paying for a litter of kittens. Ac-
tually , the stud fee is paid for the ser-
vices of the stud, nothing more. All
breeders hope a litter of kittens will

develop every time her stud 1s used with
an outside queen, but sometimes re-
peated visits have no effect, and then
one must assume the queen is sterile, at
least temporarily. It is customary for
breeders to give a second service if the
first one fails, and numerous breeders
offer a third visit without extra cost. I
know some breeders who have offered
services to a second gueen when the first
one sent failed to produce

I recall the time I sent one of my own
females to a New Jersey stud. In due
course of time she presented me with a
“litter”’ of one, and that one kit was still-
born. When advised of the unhappy cir-
cumstances, the stud owner immediately
offered another service free of charge
though she was in no way obligated.
The second mating resulted in the birth
of three fine sturdy blue-eyed white
babies. This is just one instance of a
breeder going out of her way to quar-
antee satisfaction. I could cite numer-
ous cases but I think this should con-
vince the majority that breeders do try
to be fair in the matter of stud services.

The desire to breed is easily recog-
nized in most females. She displays
more than ordinary affection, rubs
against everything, rolls over and over
and utters plaintive little cries that
sometimes become good lusty wails.
The average female remains in season
about a week but the length of time
differs with different queens and the
seasons of the vyear. Generally, the
Spring call, best for the female, is more
persistent and if she does not become
bred the first time she calls, another
heat period will develop after a short
lapse of time. Too. kittens born of
Spring matings have a good chance to
develop strong, healthy bodies during
the summer, and so are less susceptible
to the various cat ailments which ap-
pear during the winter months.

If not bred in the Spring, females
will come in season again in mid-sum-
mer though this period is apt to be
rather half-hearted and of short dura-
tion. As soon as the femals shows evi-
dence of being in season, she should be
taken or shipped to the home of the
stud cat. Delay may mean loss of time
in getting the female bred for she may
go out of season before reaching her
destination.

Upon arrival at the home of the stud
cat, the female should be fed and al-
lowed a rest of several hours before in-
troducing her to the stud. The intro-
duction is usually accomplished by
placing the female in a cage in the stud
cat’s guarters, and she remains there

SEASON WINDUP AT NEW ORLEANS:
CLUBS SETTING 1948 SHOW DATES

Except for the big New Orleans
show to be held March 22-23, the cur-
tain has fallen on the show season of
1946-47.

The season generally proved to be
a huge success, financially, and crowds
as well as entry lists were larger than
ever before. Several clubs did lose
money on their exhibits but this was
due to the coal strike or inclement
weather conditions. The worst foggy
nights in years plagued the [Long Beach
show and kept many away, at the same
time stranding many exhibitors who
reach the show before the heavy, thick
fog rolled in from the Pacific. Shows
held during the coal strike went down
because breeders were unable to obtain
transportation. This likewise effected
paid attendance.

Largest paid turnout was reported
by Toronto, Canada, where the Royal
Canadian Show was staged in conjunc-
tion with the Winter Fair. Better than
10,000 visitors were chalked up at the
gate for this show, first held since the
war. The entry list, however, was dis-
appointing, brought about by a rumor
that U. §. entries would be held up at
the border. This viciousness, it is hoped
and believed, will not occur again.

The New Orleans show is under the
ACA banner with Miss Winifred Por-
ter, 1534 Aline Street, New Orleans
15, La., handling entries and all infor-
mation. In addition to the all-breed, a
Siamese specialty is included. The event
will be staged at the Audubon Tea

Room, Audubon Park, New Orleans.
Mrs. Anna Pardee is judge of the All-
Breed and Mrs. J. J. Small, Siamese
Specialty judge. The event marks the
final official All-America Cattery All-
Southern sectional shows of the year.

Clubs are now making plans for the
1947-48 season. Dates for ten C.F.A.
exhibits have already been granted with
San Diego Cat Fanciers first of a num-
ber of new shows planned. The San
Diego event is listed for January 24-25.

Several shows were cancelled during
the past season because of lack of cages
or suitable sites. Clubs are urged to fol-
low through with plans early in order
to carry on without a last-minute stop-
page next year.

With Connecticut definitely booked
for a large (CFF) exhibition during
November only one more all-breed
show is needed to break down the large
All-Eastern sectional to include an All-
Northeastern. It appears that an all-
breed event may be scheduled at Spring-
field under CFF. With these two and
Boston (CFA) the triad will be set.

The All-Canada listing for this year
is expected to add impetus to the in-
terest in the Canadian fancy next sea-
son. Many kittens have been purchased
from U.S. and English breeders dur-
ing the past several months and will
furnish keen competition to the reign-
imng 1947 cats, beginning with the
Grand National Cat Show (ACA) in
Toronto in late summer.

Siamese feared and seemed to hate the
Jap and Indian.

We were always warned when a sen-
try was sneaking up on us because the
cats let out a most peculiar howl.

Gradually the food became less and
less. During the third year we had only
one cup of rice per day and a cup of
filthy green soup. At no time were we
given any meat, fats or oils. We were
as thin as rails, and I had beri beri so
badly that I could not eat the rice. The
natives showed me certain herbs and
grasses in the jungle that they said I
must eat to stay alive. I was told that
I must move my legs constantly or they
would become paralyzed. As I hunted
herbs to keep myself alive, I noticed
many large snails. Finally I gathered
some to see if my cats would eat
them. I received the help of another wo-
man who would steal hot water, and
I treated these snails as I would shell
fish. Removing the snails from their
shells they proved to be an excellent
food for the cats.

Word spread about my snail hunt-
ing and soon many people were gather-
ing them. It was a messy business pre-
paring them. Finally I was the one in
camp who spent the day killing the
snails and preparing them. In the mean-
time we had found three other cats in
our camp. These were felines that had

run away during the war and had gone
wild. So we were now feeding six cats
the snail diet.

Later, believe it or not. we prisoners
took to the diet when we discovered
that the cats thrived so well.

We managed to keep our snail food
from the knowledge of the Japs until
two months before we were set free.
The Japs forbid us to keep the snails
we found. and we were obliged to hand
them over to our oppressors. However,
we managed to obtain enough for the
cats and a bit for ourselves.

Finally our prayers were heard and
Freedom arrived. American planes
quickly evacuated us.

It was then that [ was forced to say
goodbye to Tykieche, who, by now
must be a beautiful cat with lovely coat
and markings. He had a kink in his
tail and gorgeous amber eyes. | remem-
ber during those torturous days and
nights how he curled up in my sarong
and slept with me. We never had a
bed or clothes — just the native
things that we could get. My sarong
was my best and only dress by day and
my pajamas by night. Fortunately [
had a mattress and a sheet.

Tykie-he is now with a Dutch lady
in Singapore. She was my good friend
all through my prison ordeal. Although
I know he doesn’t seem to be too happy,
he is being cared for and is not too bad-

ly off. I shall be back in Singapore by
April and I look forward to seeing and
having him once again.

My cats in the north of China are
gone for good. This time | shall settle
in the south of China, and once again,
start my cat activities. | hope to begin
with my old friend, T ykie-he.

In our efforts to streamline the Cat
Fancy as exhibits improve, one item
that remains antiquated and obscure is
the Cup List.

Since 1929 and even prior to that,
no suggestion or discussion has been ad-
vanced on this subject. The same lists
make the rounds of shows each vyear,
to be gone over by judges and secre-
taries, and finally marked and signed.

I make a sincere plea to the clubs and
associations for the institution of some-
thing more in keeping with the pro-
gress of the Fancy, since it now demands
modern methods. Most judges and near-
ly every show secretary will agree that
the most baffling problem of a show is
the marking of the cup list.

Some lists are so worded that one
must know the pedigree of cats referred
to and be familiar with catteries from
coast to coast. He or she must know the
eye color for generations back, in addi-
tion to other details before the list can
be marked. A judge cannot sign some
of these lists offered today and feel hon-
est doing it. Therefore, a judge should
not be asked to sign them, but merely
mark them according to the particulars
available, to be forwarded to the clubs
concerned for necessary corrections.

Offer trophies — yes — but offer
them with some degree of certainty
that they will be won before the life
of the cat or the donor expires. For
years I have seen the same trophies of-
fered and the lists so worded that the
stipulations require a cat to retain its
show qualities for many years to win it.
It would be interesting to know the
number of trophies offered by cup lists
that have been won in the past decade.

LET’S DO SOMETHING
ABOUT THE CUP LIST

By D. DEANS-HENDERSON

Forest Hills. Must be same cat,” how
can it be reasonably expected that such
a trophy ever will be won. There is a
time limit on the life of a cat, and it
does not extend to three score and ten
years.

Cup lists should be under the juris-
diction of the respective associations
with stipulations setting a time limit
for winning. As it now stands the sys-
tem is a farce!

I would like to see more trophies
offered, even more cup lists, but made
possible for at least one trophy offered
at the show where the list is sent to be
won at that show. Surely that is not
too much to ask from any club ambi-
tious to have a list. It would stimulate
interest in the trophies listed and make
the cup list welcome at shows. Frankly,
although the lists are advertised and
sent to shows, I have found that they
are more or less a nuisance because of
their ambiguity. Therefore, why not
have them revised to meet the needs of
the times?

The more acceptable trophy is one
for a straight win with no strings at-
tached. Could we not have at least one
such trophy taken from a club list at
every show?

Two show wins should be the limit
for any cup or trophy. Shows go on,
and the winning cat of yesterday may
not long retain its laurels against the
ever-increasing competition of today
and tomorrow.

Challenge offers for a season’s win-
nings is apart from cup lists, and offer
an incentive for exhibitors to visit va-
rious shows to increase the total of
their wins, so much needed for those
striving for All-Sectional and All-
American honors. If clubs offering cup
lists would adopt a method, and offer
a trophy for certain colors or breeds
according to standing offers on present
cup listings by awarding it at the end of
the current season, the cup lists would
then be favorably regarded.

until it is certain the two are friends.
The owner of the stud cat usually
witnesses three matings and then sends
a statement to the owner of the queen
advising her of the fact, and mention-
ing the date on which the matings took
place. This date is mort important for

it enables the owner of the queen to
figure as closely as possible the date
upon which the kittens will be born.

The stud owner also sends to the
owner of the queen a copy of the stud’s
pedigree.

To all newcomers in the field, I
would say this— do not act impuls-
ively in pairing your cats. Give the mat-
ter of the stud cat considerable thought.
